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How We Do It
Goal: Recognize the symbols for ordinal numbers 
and to sequence activities


This is an activity for younger children.


What to do: 

• Brainstorm a list of daily routines with your 
child. They should be the type of routines that 
have the same familiar steps to them. For 
example, the bedtime routine: First I brush my 
teeth, second I put on my pajamas, third I 
listen to Mom read me a story.


• Here is list to help get you started:


• Get ready for school


• Take of the pets


• Come home from school


• Get ready for dinner


• Get ready for soccer practice


• Pick one of your routines and do one of the following. Think of 
three or four steps that make up that routine and write them 
down.


• Ask your child to draw a picture for each step next to the 
ordinal numbers on the next page. 


• Ask your child to draw a picture of each step on a 
separate sticky note along with the nominal number (1st, 
2nd, 3rd) and post the sticky note in the place where that 
step happens.


• Pick a different routine and do another task from the list above. 
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
