Topics: tallying, counting


Math Connections: As you read Tally O’Malley with your child, 
look at the pictures on each page, there are many items to count: 
flowers, animals, cars, etc. You can also discuss real life situations 
when tallying would be helpful. For example when counting votes or 
counting all the different kinds of animals at the park. The next time 
you go for a walk with your child, take along paper to use as a tally 
sheet. Ask them what they would like to tally: types of animals, 
colors of cars, colors of houses, boys and girls, etc. Then as you 
walk, make a tally for each type of thing you see. Discuss 
which category has more tallies and ask why your child 
thinks this is true. Show your child how to bundle 5 tally 
marks with four vertical line and the fifth going across. 
If you have a lot of bundles, you can practice counting 
by 5s: 5, 10, 15, 20…


Extension Questions: 


1.  Discuss the reason for bundling 5s with the cross mark. Why 
do we do that?


2.  Have you ever seen someone use tallies? If so, how or in 
what situation? In what situations do you think you could use 
tally marks?


3.  If you were playing the tally game on a road trip which color 
car would you pick? Why that color? What else could you 
tally?
