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Weather Match

Inspired by Manny Matches the Weather by Jenny Lacika.
Goal: Select clothing that matches a weather forecast.
You will need:

« A set of weather cards

 Clothing and accessories for different types of weather, which
might include: boots, coats, sandals, umbrellas, sunglasses,
shorts, swimsuits, T-shirts, sweaters, rain jackets, pants, snow
pants, scarves, gloves, and hats (or a set of clothing cards or a
mix of clothes and cards)

How to play:
- Place the stack of weather cards face down in a pile.

« The oldest player selects a card and describes what type of weather
is in the forecast. For example, if a card with snow is selected, the
forecaster might say, “We’re expecting cold weather today and
tomorrow. Six inches of snow are expected to fall. Bundle up,
everyone.”

« The cards indicate a type of weather, and some indicate the
temperature. Blue thermometers indicate cooler temperatures,
while red thermometers indicate warmer temperatures.

« The other players look through the clothing and accessories and pull
out clothing that matches the weather forecast.

 Alternate turns so everyone has a chance to be the weather
forecaster.

Other ways to play:

« Select a weather card. Dress in clothing that matches it.

« Draw a picture of clothing that matches one of the weather cards.
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
